Germany proposes to delete paragraph 4, as paragraph 3 is more appropriate. Paragraph 3 ensures that all terms in the Regulations are defined in the Schedule, rather than referring to the previous exploration regulations, which may lead to confusion where terms are used differently in the exploitation regulations. We can be supportive of Japan’s suggested wording which effectively makes the Schedule also applicable to Standards and Guidelines.
In paragraph 6 or 6.ALT, like other delegations, we support referencing regional environmental management plans.
