Germany is generally supportive of the edits reflected in DR 33, and we support retaining para. 4bis alt over para 4. 

We do – however -- feel that a more appropriate definition for the term “Incident” is needed. A definition for the term incident should be specifically tailored for activities in the Area, and avoids cross-referencing other instruments.
