Germany welcomes the fact that some formulations in DR 44 have been harmonised with the BBNJ Agreement, such as the reference to the precautionary principle or approach in paragraph 1(a) and the reference to other relevant legal instruments in paragraph 4, as mentioned by Brazil. We support both of these paragraphs.                  
	
As mentioned by others in 2024 already, including the African Group, we suggest that the term ecosystem-based approach (in para 1(a)bis) should be defined in the Schedule. The definition has been moved to the suspense document but we suggest placing it back into the Schedule.  

We support inclusion of paragraph 1(c)bis on sufficient information, which is critical for the Authority to make informed decisions.    

We also support the application of the polluter pays principle in paragraph 1(e) since it is a well-established principle under international law.

Lastly, as the African Group, we support the suggested changes to paragraph 3, which bring that paragraph in alignment with similar provisions in the Convention.
