An applicant or Contractor, as the case may be, shall prepare an Environmental Impact Statement in accordance with this Regulation, Annex IV, the applicable Standards and taking into account Guidelines. The [Such] [an] Environmental Impact Statement [] shall be considered by the Authority in accordance with Part II or Regulation 57, [ ], and is required for an application for a Plan of Work pursuant to Regulation 7(3)(d).
2.ter. The applicant or Contractor shall consult with all States and Stakeholders in accordance with Regulation 93bis on the Environmental Impact Statement before submission for approval.

In Paragraph 1, we request that the text in square brackets is included, with future review once e.g. a standard form for the EIS is agreed. 

We furthermore reiterate the importance of ensuring that all deleted details under paragraph 4 remain legally binding, for example by being moved to an Annex to the Regulations or a Standard.

We support inclusion of paragraph 2.ter, as we see it as important that the EIS is subject to a broad stakeholder consultation. This is also in line with the impact assessment process under the BBNJ Agreement.

In the chapeau to paragraph 3, it should be clearly stated that the EIS shall entail all elements as prescribed by the Authority. 

In sub-paragraph 3(a), we support inclusion of the text in brackets, i.e. “the sufficiency of information”.   
 
In sub-paragraph 3(b), we suggest deleting the reference to “environmental baseline data”, which does not seem to fit here, and request the addition of a reference to environmental “goals (and objectives)” as both goals and objectives are important to be considered in this context.

We are supportive of sub-paragraph 3(c), including the bracketed text and suggested amendments. In particular, we support deletion of the words “substantive and relevant” in relation to stakeholder comments. 

Paragraph 3(c) bis seems duplicative and could be deleted.
