Upon expiration of an Exploitation Contract, or upon termination of an Exploitation Contract as per Regulation 18ter, the Contractor shall transfer to the Authority Upon expiration of an Exploitation Contract; or if an application for renewal is refused after the original expiration date, upon the date of the refusal; or if an Exploitation Contract is terminated before its expiration date, upon the date of the termination the Contractor shall transfer to the Authority  within 180 Days from the date of the expiration of the Exploitation Ccontract, the date of the refusal of an application for extensionrenewal, or date the termination of the contract], all data and information that are required for the effective exercise of the powers and functions of the Authority in respect of the Contract Area, in accordance with the provisions of this Regulation and theapplicable [Standard], and taking into consideration  Guidelines. 4. Please indicate the rationale for the proposal. [150-word limit]

In Paragraph 1 we support a reference to DR 18 ter, as suggested by others, which provides for instances where a contract expires, or is terminated due to an event. 

As Paragraph 2 is still deemed problematic, we propose a text amendment. Obligations on which data needs to be submitted should be uniform for all Contractors. Therefore, it would not be appropriate for an individual contractor to discuss and agree with the Secretary-General on the data to be submitted. Instead, the decision on which data must be submitted could be better exercised, for example, by a specified body, such as a Data Committee., as mentioned earlier. We are open to options here and are keen to hear ideas from others. 
We therefore suggest replacing respective wording as above. 

Furthermore, we highlight the need to establish a sanction or process in the event that data is not transmitted to the ISA according to the requirements.
