In sub-paragraph (1)(c) we request deletion of the word “substantial”. We hold the view that all modifications to a Plan of Work must be documented publicly. “Substantial” would furthermore constitute a new term, so far not used in relation to “changes to a plan of work” in the regulations.
 
Furthermore, we suggest deletion of the square brackets around the text of paragraph(1)(c)(bis) - also a copy of the Exploitation Contract and its Schedules should be contained in the seabed mining register.

In paragraph 2, we suggest using the term “accessible” instead of “available”.

Lastly, we believe it is important to ensure that the list (i.e. the sub-paras) in paragraph 1 is revisited at a later stage to ensure that all important items and documentations covered throughout the regulations are duly inserted here.
