The Secretary General shall publish all environmental data and information relating to a Contract Area [as well as environmental data and information obtained outside the Contract Area, but in connection with the activities in the Contract Area], whether [produced] [collected] before, during or after application for a Plan of Work, or during the term of the Exploitation Ccontract, including any revisions to that data or information, on a central data repository that is publicly accessible via the Authority’s website [as soon as practicable], and in accordance with the Rrules, Rregulations and Pprocedures of the Authority, and applicable Standards and taking into consideration the Guidelines. Any new environmental data and information shall be published on the central data repository at regular intervals defined in [the applicable] Standards].

Germany strongly supports this draft regulation as it adds a clear provision to publish environmental data collected in relation to an operation. 
We also support the retention of currently square-bracketed text with regard to data collected outside the contract area but in connection with the activities.
The reference to the applicable Standards reminds us of the need to revisit the scheduling of Standards developments referred to across the regulations. A standard on the publication of environmental data will certainly be one that needs to be developed before any mining contract is signed.
As noted for DR 89 and 90, we suggest that the storage and management of these data deserves further discussion in relation to the authority’s data management strategy. Furthermore, as it was raised before, and it must not be forgotten, it is important that the term “environmental data” is clearly defined.
