We support the use of “harmful effects” in the title and throughout this provision. We also agree with the inclusion of words “risk of harmful effects” in paragraph 1. We furthermore support that “any state or states” should be able to make inspection requests.  
With regard to Paragraph 2, we are open to the idea that potentially affected states should be notified and invited to accompany the inspectors, however, like others, we wonder how this will be done and coordinated, especially in instances where there is a lack of knowledge regarding the extent and nature of harm, where expediency might be required, or where such inspection is to be conducted unannounced. We therefore reserve our position.
